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Research on the Path of Immersive Cultural Tourism Empowering Rural Revitalization:
Taking Liujiagou Village in Yanchuan County, northern Shaanxi as an example

[Abstract] In the context of the rural revitalization strategy, the integration of culture and tourism has become
an important path to activate rural resources and promote rural development. Liujiagou Village in Yanchuan
County, northern Shaanxi, as an old revolutionary area, possesses the unique loess plateau landscape, profound
red historical heritage, and rich intangible cultural heritage resources, but has long faced development challenges
such as a single tourism form and insufficient depth of experience. This paper takes Liujiagou Village's "Red
Charm Rural Tour" immersive cultural tourism project as the research object and, from the perspective of
environmental design, explores the specific paths through which immersive cultural tourism can empower rural
revitalization from four dimensions: resource exploration, product innovation, spatial creation, and operation
promotion. The study shows that through the innovative integration of red culture and immersive experiences,
the dynamic transformation of folk resources, the scenographic design of rural spaces, and diversified
collaborative operation models, it is possible to effectively extend visitors' stay duration, enhance the added value
of rural tourism, and increase villagers' income, providing replicable practical experience for rural revitalization
in old revolutionary areas.
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
