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[Abstract] Japan's Official Development Assistance policy, especially its aid practice to Africa, has important
reference significance for China. Japan's foreign development assistance policy stems from the formulation of
Japan's own national strategy and the play of its international responsibility. The contents of the assistance
involve loans, grants, technical assistance and infrastructure construction. These policies not only promote the
political, economic and social development of Africa, but also promote the economic benefits of Japan, the
donor country, improve its international status and its image in the world, as well as strengthen bilateral
relations,which is a win—win measure.
