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Research on the causes and countermeasures of "green silence" in enterprises
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[Abstract] Green silence refers to the phenomenon of enterprises avoiding or reducing communication in their
commitments and actions regarding environmental, social, and governance (ESG) issues. This phenomenon not
only affects the long—term development of enterprises themselves but also poses a threat to the realization of
sustainable development goals. Globally, the emergence of green silence is closely related to political
environments, corporate culture, and the imperfections in external market conditions and legal regulations. As a
key participant in global sustainable development, China has consistently integrated sustainable development
into its national development strategies. By incorporating the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals into its
national development plans, China has made significant progress in areas such as ecological civilization
construction, green development, and climate change response. However, the existence of green silence may
lead to deficiencies in environmental responsibility, social responsibility, and governance structures, thereby
impacting the overall sustainable development of society. Currently, there are only three articles on "green
silence" indexed in CNKI China National Knowledge Infrastructure, which mainly discuss the manifestations
and impacts of "green silence." This paper analyzes the causes of "green silence" from both macro and micro
perspectives, contributing to a deeper understanding of "green silence." Based on the causes of "green silence," it
proposes internal and external countermeasures. Externally, institutional frameworks should be improved, and
internally, enterprises should establish sustainable development governance systems and transparent information
disclosure mechanisms. The research findings help deepen the understanding of "green silence" and provide
valuable references for promoting sustainable development in Chinese enterprises.
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
