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[Abstract] In April 2024, the United States, Japan, and the Philippines announced the establishment of the
Luzon Economic Corridor (LEC) under the Global Infrastructure and Investment Partnership framework. The
corridor's key development areas encompass Manila, Batayan, and Central Luzon, covering sectors such as
transportation and logistics, manufacturing, agriculture, real estate, and tourism. Through bilateral and
multilateral mechanisms involving Western nations, the LEC is advancing rapidly and has attracted participation
from external stakeholders including Taiwan, the United Kingdom, Sweden, and Australia. The corridor's
anticipated impacts include boosting the Philippines 'domestic development and national defense security,

positioning the country as a future international logistics hub, and reflecting the Philippines' strategic alignment

with Western powers.
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
